	Rationale

	Legal and policy activities under the Basel, Rotterdam and Stockholm conventions:  
Legal and policy activities underpin a variety of the functions of the Secretariat. These include activities pertaining to chemicals and waste-related indicators for the Sustainable Development Goals. 
National legislation, illegal traffic and trade, and enforcement under the Basel, Rotterdam and Stockholm conventions: 
During the 2017 COPs, the three COPs adopted for the first time substantively similar decisions on synergies in preventing and combating illegal traffic and trade in hazardous chemicals and wastes. This approach was reiterated and strengthened by the decisions adopted at the 2019 COPs. The Secretariat cooperates with a wide range of partners on enforcement matters (e.g. INTERPOL, WCO, IMPEL, UNEP, UNODC, GCI, Asian Network).  Additional legal and policy activities under the Basel, Rotterdam and Stockholm conventions on illegal traffic and trade, SDGs and enforcement under the Basel, Rotterdam and Stockholm conventions are undertaken in the context of activity 13 on technical assistance and capacity development programme of the Basel, Rotterdam and Stockholm conventions, activity 14 (BC) on training and capacity-building activities to enhance the implementation of the Basel Convention, activity 15 (RC) on training and capacity development activities under the Rotterdam Convention, activity 29 (S19) on international cooperation and coordination, including partnerships and activity 32 (BC) on legal and policy activities specific to the Basel Convention.
